Background: Argonaute 4 (Ago4, aka EIF2C4) is a member of the Argonaute family
of proteins involved in RNAI mediated gene silencing through siRNA and miRNA
effectors. The Argonaute proteins are part of RISC, the RNAI Induced Silencing
Complex. Ago4 lacks RNase activity and does not appear to cleave target mMRNA
molecules. It binds to microRNAs (miRNAs) and represses the translation of
mMRNAs which are complementary to them. Ago4 has both a PAZ and a PIWI
domain, indicative of the Argonaute family of proteins.

Immunogen: This Ago4 antibody was raised against a peptide within the N-terminal
region of human Ago4.

Buffer: Purified 1gG in 70 mM Tris (pH 8), 105 mM NacCl, 31 mM glycine, 0.07 mM
EDTA, 30% glycerol and 0.035% sodium azide. Sodium azide is highly toxic.
